Runners Crossing the Finish Line at the River Dash 5K  
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SEPTEMBER STORM CAUSES DAMAGE 

The ESFV, like many homes and businesses in the Fox Cities, felt the 
effects of the storm on Friday, September 2.  Sirens and a loss of pow-
er caused staff and residents to retreat to the shelter’s basement, wait-
ing for the strong winds to diminish so people could leave the building.  
Fortunately, the winds did not cause any damage to the building, but 
the power outage caused several challenges for staff and residents over 
the holiday weekend. 
 
Without a fire alarm system, security system, power or phones, staff 
made a decision to evacuate residents to nearby motels for the evening.  
Food and milk was transported to cold storage to avoid spoilage and 
mass quantities of peanut butter sandwiches were made to provide an 
evening meal for residents.  Staff and volunteers worked tirelessly to 
make sure all 75 residents were safe and fed during the weekend.  Pow-
er returned to the shelter late Saturday and residents returned to the 
shelter on Sunday.  The ESFV received an overwhelming response to 
an email asking for volunteers to help cook and serve lunch on Monday 
at the shelter – thank you for your support. 
 
While the right actions were taken to make sure that residents stayed 
safe, insurance does not cover the costs incurred during the power out-
age.  The estimated cost of motel rooms, transportation, lost food, 
meals and additional staff time was $3,500.  Please consider making an 
additional gift to the ESFV to help cover these additional and unex-
pected expenses. 

The ESFV Board of Directors decided to make a change in leadership to 
meet the continuing challenges of the ESFV’s future.  Debra Cronmiller, 
after nearly thirteen years of service to the ESFV, ended her role as ex-
ecutive director in August.  Anne Lagunes, deputy director, has been 
appointed to oversee responsibility for ESFV operations until a new 
executive director is hired.

The more she gets involved with the ESFV and 
the more she learns about the need in the com-
munity, the more Marianne is drawn to serve. She 
believes her life purpose is about making a posi-
tive impact in the lives of others.

In Gregory’s words, “They (ESFV) are plugged into the community resources and that makes me feel 
confident that I am getting the best services and the best chance of making it on my own.”
